NOUNS – Singular or Plural


A Noun can be singular (one person, place, thing, or idea) or plural (more than one).  Usually, a noun becomes plural by adding an s to the end.  Sometimes, a noun becomes singular by removing the s from the end.
Example:  I have two dogs.  Sissy is my female dog.
First, make the plural nouns singular.  Then use the nouns to finish the sentences.  Decide if the plural or singular noun works best in each sentence.
